True Praise 
I was taking our 2nd grader and kindergartener to school recently. We 
were listening to a worship song in which a man was singing loudly about 
faith in God and trusƟng in what He has done through Jesus.  
 
When the song began to reach its climax, Shiloh, our eldest, said, “Daddy, 
he must really love Jesus a lot. Listen to how loud he’s singing about him.”  
 
Not to be overly dramaƟc, but Ɵme sort of slowed down for me aŌer that. I 
really considered how to respond.  
 
The truth is that biblically, volume and words disinterest God if they are not 
coming from the right place. In MaƩhew 6:5-6, Jesus says, “And when you 
pray, you must not be like the hypocrites. For they love to stand and pray in 
the synagogues and at the street corners, that they may be seen by others. 
Truly, I say to you, they have received their reward. 6 But when you pray, go 
into your room and shut the door and pray to your Father who is in secret. 
And your Father who sees in secret will reward you.” 
 
The point is not that it is wrong to pray aloud or to loudly sing his praises 
(there are countless psalms about doing just that!); the point is that God is 
far more interested in a heart of praise than empty words. 
 
With all of this rushing through my mind in an instant, I replied, “Shiloh, he 
probably does love Jesus a lot, but it’s not mainly about how loud our   
voices are or what comes out of our mouths, it’s about what’s in our 
hearts.” My prayer for my children and for all of you is that 
we would loudly praise God, but that those words would come from 
a heart overflowing with praise.  
 
True praise is measured not by words but by a heart that prompts the 
words. May our hearts be overcome by the goodness of God and our voices 
overflowing with his praise.  
 
Psalm 145:21 — “My mouth will speak the praise of the Lord, and let all 
flesh bless his holy name forever and ever.” 
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
