Drive It Out

Sometimes the Old Testament can be confusing. Sometimes it is hard to
connect it to our everyday lives. However, in my experience, | have learned
that when the connection can be made, the truths and principles in the OT
can be invaluable to the life of a New Testament Christian (us!).

God warned his people in Judges that as they went into the land, they had to
drive out the people that inhabited that land for one simple reason: if they
didn’t, they would worship their gods, not the One true Living God.

Joshua 15-17 repeatedly says, “They did not drive out the people from the
land.

Judges 2:1-4 — 1 Now the angel of the Lord went up from Gilgal to Bochim.
And he said, “I brought you up from Egypt and brought you into the land that
I swore to give to your fathers. | said, ‘I will never break my covenant with
you, 2 and you shall make no covenant with the inhabitants of this land; you
shall break down their altars.’ But you have not obeyed my voice. What
is this you have done? 3 So now | say, | will not drive them out before you,
but they shall become thorns in your sides, and their gods shall be a snare
to you.” 4 As soon as the angel of the Lord spoke these words to all the
people of Israel, the people lifted up their voices and wept.

Judges 2:10 — 10 And all that generation also were gathered to their fathers.
And there arose another generation after them who did not know the
Lord or the work that he had done for Israel.

| know that is a lot to take in, but it reminds me of something my dad told me
growing up: “What one generation excuses in moderation, the next will abuse
in excess.” Israel had driven out some of the pagan Canaanites, but they did
not purge the evil from the land. It didn’t just cost them; it cost their kids and
grandkids.

What do we do with that? Simple: Don’t get in the habit of seeing “some
sin” as permissible, not a big deal, etc. Drive it all out. A seed of sin in
your life that you fail to drive out will grow within you and cause far greater
damage, not just to you, but to those that come after you.

| love the model of repentance we see in Judges 2:4. Let us cry out to
God and weep over our sin, and let us be reminded that God’s love
never left his people. He would send a Savior to die for them...And for
you.
