God is in Control

| once had someone criticize me for clinging to the counsel in times of
hardship that God is in control. He jabbed, “Is that really the best
advice you can give?” (followed by a laundry list of “what-about’s” of
heartbreaking hypotheticals).

One of the things | recall fondly from my childhood was going on
vacation with our family of six. Often times, my parents and the four of
us kids would pile into our Astro van and head south for the beach. |
never felt restricted, panicked, stressed, etc. | was a child in the care of
my parents. Wherever we went, whatever we did, my parents had it all in
hand. | could just live knowing someone higher than me was in control.
They were in control of the money, the time, the schedule, etc. | know
now what | did not know then: while | was free within their care to live as
| chose, | could do so with much security because of the “control” my
parents had over the circumstances. But life as a parent in control of
money, time, and schedule is hard work, and they had less control than
| realized!

| write this because it is a good reminder for us “kids” in relationship to
our heavenly Father. As freeing as it was to be in the control and care of
my parents, they too were humans—limited and vulnerable in a world
that often overwhelmed them. But God is different. Life in his control
and care should not feel restricting, panicked, or stressed, because our
Father is unlimited and never vulnerable. He is supreme, never
overwhelmed and never overcome.

In your life, there are many times and many ways that joy, peace, rest,
comfort, and more are frequently challenged. | want to leave you with
the same comforting reminder that | felt as a child on vacation with a
good father: you can rest in life, because the Father who you belong to
is in control, and he works everything—even the bad —for the good of
his children.

These days, your life may have some bad in it. My encouragement to
you is to remember the counsel that never expires and never comes up
short: God is in control, and He loves His own.

What could His wonderful hand be teaching you in this season of life?
